Faced with a threatened 
sweep of these funds into the state’s 
general fund, ILASLA and many 
other green industries and organiza-
tions began an aggressive campaign to 
save this vital funding. The threatened 
sweep did not occur when the state 
budget was agreed upon in late May;

new budget, insuring that communi-
ties across Illinois would have access 
to these resources for conservation, 
park development, and open space 
protection in the immediate future.
