By now, all chapter members should
have received an important packet of
information regarding the changes to
the licensure law and ways that you can
help make this effort a reality.

Asyou are probably aware, on Friday,
Jan 20, SB 2574 was introduced in
the Illinois Senate. If successful, the
upgraded act will further elevate the
profession of landscape architecture in
Ilinois by ensuring a higher standard
of landscape architecture and protect-
ing the health, safety, and welfare of the
citizens of Illinois.

Again, please take some time to
contact your legislator to voice your
support for this important bill. It is
essential that every member of ILASLA
assist in this vital effort. Since this bill
will affect all landscape architects in
Illinois, please also reach out to LAs
who are not ILASLA members and ask
them to join us in supporting SB2574.
